By 2019, the BC government expects the region

Centre is a first for northern Vancouver
Island and its residents.

The programs and training
opportunities it offers transform
the Comox Valley into a destination
training site for many students.

“This is the first time we've offered
carpenter apprenticeship training in
our region,” said Don Gillingham, NIC's
Dean of Trades and Technology. “It
responds to a long-awaited community
need. There are 250 carpenter
apprentices on the North Island and
each and every one of them had to go
out of region to take their training.”

Already, pent-up demand for
apprenticeship programs filled NIC’s
first three carpentry classes, with
waiting lists in place for the next round
of classes. The building allows NIC to
train 112 skilled carpentry apprentices
every year, through four graduated
levels of classes.

As such, more Comox Valley companies
will be able to take advantage of the
benefits of hiring an apprentice.

New statistics show that for

every dollar a company puts into
apprenticeship training, it receives
an average $1.47 return. Therefore
demand for carpenters like Ryan
Hughes will continue to grow.

“It's beautiful, | think it's a good spot for
it," said Hughes who starts his Level 2

Carpentry Apprentice program in March.

“It's brand new and leading edge. It’s a
good place for trades and trades people
like myself”

His boss, Ben Labbe of Ben Labbe
Construction Ltd., started his
residential construction career in the
Valley 22 years ago. While he had to
leave to learn his trade, he hopes
students here will stay to learn the
skills our communities need.

CUTTING-EDGE
MARINE TRAINING

Learn to navigate the seas on NIC’s
new marine simulators.

Starting in fall 2011, students will
be able to sail Seymour Narrows
and Grenville Channel without
having to leave the classroom. The
Trades Training Centre is outfitted
with six state-of-the-art marine
simulators, each equipped with
three different computer screens to
duplicate the bridges of common
West Coast ships.

From GPS and radar, to a conning
screen which simulates the view
out of a captain’s window, students
can drop anchor on a 40,000-ton
transport ship, hook a tugboat

to a barge, or sail a high speed
yacht in BC's best, and worst, sea
conditions.

These simulators are the only high-
tech equipment of their kind north
of Victoria using programs unique
to the BC coast.
